The White Tailed Eagle
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On Claire’s 3rd visit to Primary 6, she told us all about the white tailed eagle, also known as the sea-eagle. Claire brought a silhouette of the eagle so we could see how huge it is!
We learned lots of facts about the
 White Tailed Eagle from Claire and we 
used them to make our own display
 to tell other people about it.

Some facts we learned: 

It has long talons so it can catch and hold its prey.

It has a large beak for cutting prey .

Its eyes are forward facing so
 it can find its prey really easily. 

It used to be native to Scotland, 
                    about  100 years ago  but 
it is now extinct. 

Nature reserves want to 
re-introduce
 them into our local area. 

In a 3000 year old tomb in Orkney,  remains of a white tailed eagle were found in a tomb, this shows it was once seen as an important bird. 
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They were once hunted in
 Britain by being shot, 
poisoned or their eggs were stolen.  
Once upon a time 
people would have even have
 eaten the eagle!  

White tailed eagles have huge wings –
 which gave them their nick name
 ‘flying barn door’ because that is
 what it looked like. 

Their wings are over 2m wide. 

The females and heavier than a male and weigh about 6kg. 

They have feet the size of a males hand.  

Their feathers are about 
foot and a half long. 

I takes 5 years for an adult to
 grow white tail feathers. 

They eat other birds, rabbits and 
hares and sometimes dead animals.
